1.1. Documents confirming the legal status of the entity – non-resident of the Russian Federation – according to the law of the country where the entity was incorporated, in particular, documents confirming the state registration of the entity. 

1.2. Certificate of registration with the tax authorities of the Russian Federation * (if any).
1.3. Licenses (permits) entitling to perform activities, subject to licensing, envisaged in the foundation documents of the entity (if any).  

1.4. Authorized signatures and seal card attested by notary public or an authorized employee of the Bank.
1.5. Documents proving the powers of the attorneys of the Client to sign on behalf of the Client agreements, payment documents and other documents required for account opening:

· decision of the authorized executive body of the entity (general shareholders meeting, board of directors etc.) about the appointment of the chief executive officer;
· power of attorney issued for the attorney of the entity, empowered to sign on behalf of the Client agreements, payment documents and other documents required for account opening (in case if agreement is signed on behalf of the entity not by the chief executive officer);   
· executive orders about appointing other persons and giving the right of signature in payment documents to other persons whose signatures are stated in the authorized signatures and seal card; 
· executive order about placing of accounting duties on the chief executive officer or on an entity or an individual entrepreneur (in case if there is no chief accountant or other accountant in the Client’s staff). 
1.6. Personal identification documents of chief executive officer and attorney of the Client empowered to sign agreements, payment documents and other documents required for account opening, on behalf of the entity. 

1.7. Document proving the right of a foreign citizen (a person without citizenship) to live (stay) in the Russian Federation (visa, residence permit or registration certificate), migration card (for chief executive officers and attorneys of the Clients if they are foreign citizens and persons without citizenship). 
1.8. Permit of the national (central) bank of the foreign state, if such permit is required for the opening of a ruble account in accordance with the law of the country where the non-resident entity is registered.*, **
